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BY-LAWS AMENBMENT

Recently you received a letter and a
ballot from the board of directors of
Lindo Mar Adventure Club, Ltd. asking
that you vote to amend the club’s bylaws

to permit five directors to serve on the board (instead of three) with
staggered terms (instead of a uniform 2-year term). This has been
tried in the past and each time was met by overwhelming owner
approval (as much as 18-to-1 in favor) but not enough “yes” votes
were received. The board has decided to try again because they are
confident that five directors will best serve the needs of the club.
Approval of these changes will also result in an annual election of
board members beginning in 2010.

The bylaws require that 75% of all eligible voters — not just those
who vote — approve. In other words, for these bylaws changes to be
approved, the owners of more than 1,700 weeks must vote “Yes.”
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If you have not returned the ballot, DO IT NOW:. It only takes
aminute to check “Yes” or “No” on the postage-paid card that was
included in the August mailing.

It is clear from past efforts that club members want these changes
and it is only due to a lack of participation that this important
improvement to the club’s leadership has not gone into effect.
